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Details
In my design plan I listed a few user requirements for the final product to fulfil. Included in this list is a requirement to include, within the spreadsheet, personal details about all customers who purchased a season ticket from the club. These details were to include: phone number, home address and DOB. All of these details are in fact featured within the final product with added details. So as far as the requirement of personal details go, I am confident that what I included is enough to meet this criteria.
A title was to be included within the final product in order to insert divisions within the customer base. This concept was carried over to the final product in form of adding a category to customers. These categories include OAP, child and adult. These categories help to divide the customers and make the pricing easier to work out in accordance age and category. This feature was included within the final product leaving me believing that my spreadsheet meets this requirement.
Within the design plan were requirements to include customer seating preference. This detail is featured within the final product on its own page, accompanying customer names. This feature allows the end user of the spreadsheet to have good seating control, see where each customer is, and who should be sat there.
A sales page was to be included in the final product. It was and serves as a total page, which it is actually renamed to in the final product. This page is a hub for all totals. For example: Total sales within groups, within stands, total, whatever the end user needs it will be there. With this all in mind it gives me confidence enough to ensure that this requirement is met.

Pages
Within the plan I listed a few pages that were a required if a useful end product was to be created. One of these pages was to be titles “Personal/contact details and although this page was changed in style and contents, it still features within the final product. With this required page having made it to the final spreadsheet, I believe with confidence that this requirement was met.
A page with date and birth of each customer was to be included within the plan. The page that was planned to feature in the final product actually did make it the final product making me have full confidence that the end product will meet criteria enough to make useful for end users.
A page was to feature seating preference and price of each customer’ seat. This page did make it into the final product but went through some major changes. These changes will be made obvious in another document but for the time being I am confident that the content, although split and redesigned, will be made useful by the end user.
And finally, the plan stated a need to include a total page and although this has gone through major changes it still features in the final product, allowing end user to investigate and analyse data totalled up in one single, handy location making this job easy and reliable. In my opinion, with the inclusion of this page’s content, it fills me with confidence enough to ensure requirement met.
